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I. Background:  
 
Bangladesh has been identified as one of the most vulnerable countries facing the threats of 
climate change. Climate change is a reality and people around the world need to change 
their energy practices fast.  Rural people especially of Bangladesh and billions of rural 
people around the world would be worst hit by this crisis. Energy scarcity is one of the main 
reasons for poverty and accompanied environmental hazards. Poor people are forced to live 
in primitive conditions and harm the environment through destructive energy practices 
because they have no access to modern energy.  
 
Recently, Government of Bangladesh has passed the "Renewable Energy Policy of 
Bangladesh".  Against this backdrop, Grameen Shakti one of the leading rural based 
renewable energy technologies companies organized a workshop on  how to develop a 
Sustainable Integrated  Framework for Renewable Energy Technologies in Bangladesh.      
 

 
 

II. Overview  
 
The workshop was a meeting ground of policy makers and practitioners who were exposed 
to ongoing best practices in Bangladesh. They also participated in dialogues on how to best 
implement the recently passed "Renewable Energy Policy of Bangladesh" and especially 
how to integrate renewable energy technologies into mainstream development activities. It is 
hoped that by the end of the workshop the participants left with ideas on how to mitigate the  
effects of climate change through the application of Renewable Energy Technologies in the 
next decade.    
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III.     Participants:   
 
Around 50 participants took part in the workshop such as:

IV.  Inaugural Session   
 

 
 
 
The workshop was inaugurated by Mr.  Dipal C. Barua, Founding and Managing Director, 
Grameen Shakti. He said that he wished that workshop would be successful.  He also spoke 
about Grameen Shakti and its achievement to develop an internationally renowned model to 
popularize renewable energy technologies among the rural people.  He also spoke about 
development partners GTZ, KFW,   IDCOL etc who have contributed to the growth of RET in 
Bangladesh.  He said that Bangladesh Government has recently passed the Renewable 
Energy Policy.  This workshop hopefully provides the participants to discuss the policy and 
key issues to popularize RET in the country especially for the benefit of the rural people.  
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Ms Pascale Geslain, Head Micro-finance and Environment. Planet Finance said that the 
workshop organized under the RENDEV project would contribute the goal of experience 
sharing to expand renewable energy technologies in Bangladesh.  
    
Md.  Musarraf Hossain Bhuiyan, Additional Secretary, ERD & Acting CEO, IDCOL addressed 
the participants as the Chief Guest.   He said that   energy was a key ingredient for 
development and in our country traditional energy sources were not adequate for 
development.  Renewable energy could play a very constructive role in this regard.  He also 
said that before looking after IDCOL, he did not know much about RET .He said that he is 
glad that he got the opportunity to become the acting CEO of IDCOL.      
       
He came to know about world class institution like Grameen Shakti which has successfully 
promoted renewable energy technologies among the rural people.  He also came to know 
about the potential of RET.   He hoped that country would implement the just passed 
Renewable Energy Policy appropriately to scale up RET in the country.    
 

V. Presentations    

 
The workshop was divided in three sessions and each session had three speakers (please 
see attached schedule for more details).     
 
 

 
 
 
The First Session “Role of Renewable Energy technologies in protecting  Bangladesh 
from Climate Change ” focused on the present status of renewable energy technologies and 
what should be its future direction against the backdrop of   Climate Change.  The session 
was moderated by Ms.  Shireen Kamal Sayeed, Assistant Country Director,   UNDP.  Three 
speakers gave their presentations:  
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 Mr. Dipal Chandra Barua, Founding Managing Director, Grameen Shakti.  He 
spoke about the challenges and successes of Grameen Shakti.  He also said 
that Grameen Shakti believed that 50% of Bangladeshis could be reached 
with renewables by 2015.    

 
 Ms. Farjana Islam, Investment Officer,   IDCOL presented the renewable 

energy scenario from the IDCOL perspective. She spoke about the various 
programs of IDCOL such as solar, biogas   and how IDCOL  was providing 
technical and financial assistance to local partners.   She also focused on loan 
funds provided for special projects such rice husk based biomass project, 
solar powered mobile tower project etc.     

 
 Mr. Tanveer Hossain, Project Manager, LGED gave a snapshot view of the 

energy scenario in Bangladesh and what the role of renewable energy could 
be in this regard. He also spoke about the various projects undertaken by 
LGED and the projects, LGED was planning to implement in the future.  He 
strongly  recommended that local government should play a greater role in 
promoting RET , for example they can be provided with special funds to 
promote RET  

 
 
 
The Second Session “Discussion on National Renewable Energy Policy   
Implementation  “focused on the contents on the Renewable Energy Policy and how can it 
be implemented to the benefit of all stakeholders.  The session was moderated by Dr. M. E 
Eusuf, Energy Expert.  Three speakers gave their presentations:  
 

 Mr. AKM Tofazzal Hossain, Director (Technical), Power Cell gave details 
about the just passed renewable energy policy. He also took questions from 
the participants on the structure of SEDA,   policy related to CDM.  He also 
took many recommendations from the participants and promised to pass 
these on to appropriate authorities. He said also concerns of the participants 
would be addressed.  

 
 Prof.  Saiful Huque ,  Coordinator,  President,   Bangladesh Solar Energy 

Society spoke about the R&D  activities of his organization  and how these 
could be  scaled  up and  commercialized if appropriate measures were taken 
through the recently passed Renewable Energy  Policy.  

 
 Dr.  M .  Khalequzzaman ,  Senior Adviser, Sustainable Energy For  

Development,  GTZ spoke about the role of  GTZ  in facilitating  the passage 
of  Renewable  Energy Policy .  He also spoke about the various RET 
activities of GTZ such as promotion of small solar home systems,    large 
sized biogas plants and improved cooking stoves. He   said that in 
Bangladesh ownership model has been successful, not the rent based model.  
He said that renewable energy policy should take account of this, during the 
implementation process.   The policy should also take special measures to 
promote and scale up improved cooking stoves.    
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The Third Session “Mainstreaming Renewable Energy Technology and its l inkage with 
other Development policies “ focused on how renewable energy technologies can be 
integrated with socio-economic especially   rural development.  The session was moderated 
by Dr Shahidul Islam Khan, Director, Center for Energy Studies, BUET.    
Two speakers gave their presentations:  
 
 

 Dr. M. A. Hakim, PKSF spoke about the experience of PKSF in promoting 
rural development and said that same   could be achieved through RET   if the 
appropriate strategies were followed. He placed emphasis on two issues in 
this regard. He said a positive mindset was very important. Those who were 
responsible for implementing Renewable Energy Policy, if they did not have 
positive mindsets, then the policy would fail to have an impact.  Second issue 
was the appropriate structures of the institutions through which the policy 
would be implemented especially the structure of SEDA.  In this regard, he 
pointed out that the structure of PKSF was an important reason for its 
success.  Lastly he asked small NGOs involved in RET to contact PKSF as it 
had a special fund for trying out new ideas.  He also said these   types of 
initiatives successfully implemented by PKSF could be replicated by RET 
practitioners and policy makers. 

 
 Mr. Nazmul Haque, Principal Scientific Officer, BCSIR   spoke about the 

various initiatives carried out by BCSIR and how these initiatives had the 
potential to impact socioeconomic development.  One such successful 
initiative is the improved cooking stove models developed by BSCIR.   He also 
spoke about the challenges and constraints why BSCIR could not have a 
bigger impact.  This included failure to commercialize,   no focus on post 
installation maintenance, no rural network etc.       

 

VI. Recommendations based on Group Discussions:    
 

 
 

Each session of the workshop was 
followed by intense group discussion. 
Participants were divided into four 
groups. Each group was provided 
with knowledgeable and expert Team 
leader for guiding the group only the 
last session did not have any group 
discussion because of time 
constraint.   
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The following recommendations came up from the grou p discussions:     
 
1.  Increase in C02 emissions is main reason for Global warming.  
 
Therefore Renewable energy technologies can play a role in replacing polluting energy 
sources such as kerosene, diesel etc, it can also reduce deforestation through the promotion 
of biogas plants and Improved Cooking Stoves  
 
2. Existence of various models around the world for promoting renewable energy 
technologies such as fully grant based,   mixed etc.  
 
There is yet to develop a fully commercial model which does not need any grant.  During the 
pilot test, RET programs need grants, for example, pilot projects undertaken by LGED are 
grant based. However, once awareness is built up, programs can be based on a mixture of 
small percentage of grant and revolving fund.  For example, during the initial stage, Grameen 
Shakti used grant to build up its capacity and increase the awareness of the rural people. 
Now it depends on soft loans to carry out its activities.  
 
3. A standard model for promoting RETS should have the following key elements:  
 

 Ownership model i.e.  the system should be owned by the clients , it should 
not be rented ,  

 RET should be linked to income generation and cost savings,   
 Repayment period can be increased to increase the outreach and especially 

include low income households ,    
 Smart subsidies  

 
4. Recently Government has passed “Renewable Energy Policy”, this is good news. During 
the next stage we should concentrate on the following:   
 

 Updated technologies  : centralized grid system ,   solar powered mobile 
phones ,   solar thermal, solar cooker etc,   using  RET to recycle wastes and 
increase food  production ,   

 Policy  :   green accounting ,  providing incentives to both urban and rural 
sections,  promoting mega watt concept ,   make it mandatory for utilities to 
generate from  RE sources ,  

 Planning:  All government sectors should have short medium and long term 
plan to incorporate RET ,  

 Commerce : Identifying RET as industry to get benefit from Board of 
Investment ( currently RET are not identified as industry ) , creating legal 
framework and streamlining process to attract local &  international capital       

  
5.  Key challenges facing RET currently include lack of accurate data,   
No easy access to information, lack of skilled manpower,   still high prices and lastly more 
awareness development among all stakeholders. What is needed firstly is political 
commitment and involvement of local government, for example local government 
representatives at union level can be provided funds specifically for RET.   From the policy 
side, SEDA the coordination institution proposed in the “Renewable Energy Policy”   should 
be implemented as soon as possible as an independent body so that it does not suffer from 
political or bureaucratic interferences.  Tariff structure should be appropriate so that RET can 
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be made more affordable and government can consider imposing carbon tax for sourcing 
fund for RET.  Government can   also promote RET by taking simple , effective measures 
such  as mandating that all   bill boards , traffic lights be powered by RET .  Another measure 
for promoting RETS could be regular programs on TVs and radios showing the benefits of 
RET.  This could be modelled on programs to promote family planning, best   agriculture 
practices etc.  Universities should include RET in their curriculum and take up R& D in 
collaboration with all stakeholders.   
 
6.  Government should be proactive in taking into account all stakeholders,   during 
implementation of “Renewable Energy Policy “.  
This could be done through sitting periodically with stakeholders, installing a web-based 
communication system where stakeholders can express their opinions and get regular 
feedback. There can also be a government initiated body made of stakeholder’s 
representatives who give regular advice to government,   monitor the implementation of the 
policy etc.   
 
7. We need to create a favourable environment to get CDM benefits. Presently Board of 
Investment has no understanding of CDM.  
 Currently CDM projects need 40 approvals to get registered .There should be one stop shop 
for CDM.  
 
8. Government should pay more attention to mitigation strategies  
Instead of only focusing on adaptation strategies   300 crore US$ fund for mitigation remains 
unutilized.  
 
9. Technology Transfer can be facilitated through R & D in collaboration with stakeholders,   
demonstration of successful initiatives and opportunities to commercialize successful 
demonstrations.  Exchange programs and training opportunities under international 
collaborations, should also be available.      
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VII. Conclusion   
 
The workshop concluded that situation was quite favourable for RET.  Internationally, newly 
elected USA President Barak Obama was committed to renewable energy.  Similarly the 
newly elected Government in Bangladesh has also pledged to give new emphasis to 
renewable energy technologies.  
 
It was time to take measures to make renewable energy technologies an integral part of 
Bangladeshi   people similar to the mobile phone revolution which has taken place in 
Bangladesh. Mobile phones met a need for communication of the people and successfully 
created a feeling of necessity while at the same time building confidence in the technology.    
 
Structure of the SEDA was also important; SEDA should be allowed to function 
independently without any political or bureaucratic interference. RET practitioners at the end 
of day should not be forced to   lament that they were better off when there was no 
Renewable Energy Policy.  
 
In the Concluding Session, Dr. Islam,   Head of International Department summarized 
workshop highlights while Mr. Dipal Barua, Managing Director, Grameen Shakti and Ms.  
Pascale Geslain, Head Micro-finance and Environment, Planet Finance, gave the concluding 
the speeches.  Ms Geslain said that the workshop was very enriching, successfully bringing 
together the practitioners   and policy makers    and would definitely contribute to the goal of 
promoting RET in Bangladesh.  She also said that the proceedings of the workshop could be 
developed into a strategic paper on Bangladesh.
